Isaiah 61:1

NIV. The Spirit of the Sovereign LORD is on me, because the LORD
has anointed me to proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent
me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim freedom for the
captives and release from darkness for the prisoners,

TPT. The mighty Spirit of Lord Yahweh is wrapped around me
because Yahweh has anointed me, as a messenger to preach good
news to the poor. He sent me to heal the wounds of the
brokenhearted, to tell captives, “You are free,” and to tell prisoners,
“Be free from your darkness (release the blind from darkness).”




Luke 4:18

NIV. “The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me
to proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim
freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to set
the oppressed free....”

TPT. “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, and he has anointed me to
be hope for the poor, freedom for the brokenhearted, and new eyes
for the blind, and to preach to prisoners, ‘You are set free!’

2"d Corinthians 3:17; then Galatians 5:1

NIV. Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there
is freedom.

TPT. Now, the “Lord” I’m referring to is the Holy Spirit, and wherever he is
Lord, there is freedom.

NIV. It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. Stand firm, then, and do
not let yourselves be burdened again by a yoke of slavery.

TPT. Let me be clear, the Anointed One has set us free—not partially, but
completely and wonderfully free! We must always cherish this truth and
stubbornlyrefuse to go back into the bondage of our past.

TPT. Jesus said to those Jews who believed in him, “When you continue
to embrace all that | teach, you prove that you are my true followers. 32
For if you embrace the truth, it will release more freedom into your lives.
